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Key highlights:

o As of 4/28/21 the Health and Human Services guideline exempt clinicians who will prescribe buprenorphine
to fewer than 30 patients at a time from completing the 8-hour DATA 2000 training.
» These patients are counted against the provider limit until they are transitioned to a community provider
or 30 days from the last prescription if not transitioned.

» You still need to apply for the waiver to prescribe buprenorphine but no longer need the waiver training
to apply for a 30-patient limit.

» Residents practicing under a training license are not yet eligible for the application for the Notice of Intent.

» The X waiver is assigned to an independent entity and requires a valid DEA registration and independent state
medical license. The facility training license does not qualify at this time.

» These guidelines are directed for independent practitioners. Residents who possess an independent DEA
registration and State License are of course eligible.
