EMERGENCY MEDICINE AWARD

Andy Jagoda, MD, FACEP, is Professor and Chair Emeritus of Emergency Medicine (EM) at the Icahn School of Medicine at
Mount Sinai. He trained at Georgetown University and completed his emergency medicine residency in 1987. He spent 13
years in the Navy serving in Desert Shield/Desert Storm for which he received a Navy Commendation Medal for “meritorious
service”. He came to Mount Sinai in 1995 and has been instrumental in building the department into one of the leading
programs in the country.

Dr. Jagoda is internationally recognized for his involvement in EM education, and for his work in the area of neurologic
emergencies and practice guideline development. Dr. Jagoda has been involved in the development of emergency medicine
in Italy and Holland. He served on the ACEP Clinical Policies Committee from 1994-2007 and Chaired the Committee from
2003-2007. He has co-edited or authored 20 books including Rosen's Textbook; has authored 84 peer reviewed publications
and 62 book chapters. He is the Editor-in-chief of a NLM indexed monthly publication, Emergency Medicine Practice.

For years, Dr. Amish Shah traveled all over Arizona working in various hospitals facing staffing shortages as an emergency
room physician.

Lewis S. Nelson, MD, MBA, FACEP, is Professor and Chair of the Department of Emergency Medicine and Chief of the Division of
Medical Toxicology at Rutgers New Jersey Medical School, in Newark, NJ. He is board certified in emergency medicine, medical
toxicology, and addiction medicine.

Dr. Nelson serves as a long-standing consultant to CDC, DHS, and FDA. He is a former director of the American Board of
Emergency Medicine, past president of the American College of Medical Toxicology, and currently the president of the
Association of Academic Chairs in Emergency Medicine.
